CONFESS YOUR FAITH! 
 

 

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 
Christos Anesti! 
 
From the earliest of Christian times, through today, 
there have been countless individuals, both known 
and unknown, who have literally given their life in  
defense of our faith.  These individuals possessed 

determination, zeal, a sense of commitment and purpose, as well as boundless love for 
Christ.  It is for these reasons, more than anything else, that Christianity not only  
survived, but grow into a religion of over two billion people worldwide. 
 
The feast day of All Saints, which our church celebrates in June, was known in the  
ancient Church, not so much as the commoration of the saints of our church, but rather, 
a commoration of all those individuals who witnessed the Faith.  The saints, of course, 
are among these individuals, as there was a substantial component of witnessing that 
they had incorporated into their lives. In the Epistle reading of the Sunday of All Saints 
day, St. Paul, in his letter to the Hebrews, states “Therefore we also, since we are  
surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin 
which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before 
us”. (Hebrews 12:1) 
 
And indeed, we are involved in a very serious race, with very serious competition.  It is 
the race for the very salvation of our souls.  The race that will determine where we will 
live for eternity, and under what conditions, i.e. in God’s peace where the saints dwell; 
or in constant spiritual turmoil.  The opponent is no one less than the Evil One, Satan; 
who possesses very real, manipulative, and cunning powers; His only goal is to take us 
away from Christ, thus annihilating our salvation.

The entire 
congregation is is supposed to actively  participate in the Divine Liturgy, as did the 
early Christians. The Creed is one of the major focal points of the Divine Liturgy.  
Secondly, what are the “weights” in our own life, that St. Paul speaks about that keep 
us from confessing/practicing our Faith to the fullest degree possible?  What are our 
priorities in our life? Sports and other social events? Are we apathetic or simply cannot 
be bothered?  
 
Now  is the time to prepare for, and run the “race”, because none of us know when the 
“fearful hour of death” will come upon us.  Let us not be left out from the “Bridal  
Chamber”.  We only get one opportunity to prepare for, and run the “race”. Let us take 
advantage of it while we can!

T hroughout the centuries there have been but few that have been 

recognized as Apostles or missionary saints.  During His life on earth, 

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ called the Twelve and the Seventy to become 

His apostles.  Due to their pivotal role in the spreading of the message of 

Christ, the Apostles are listed first among the six categories of saints.  The 

Prokeimenon that is sung in the Plagal of Tone Four notes:  ñTheir sound has 

gone forth into all the earth, and their words unto the end of the world.ò 

  

In His Great Commission to the Holy Apostles Jesus said:  ñGo, therefore and 

make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 

and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things 

that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of 

the ageò  (Matt 28:19-20).  In fulfilling the Lordôs Great Commission they 

succeeded in carrying out His message of salvation to the entire world.  They 

became His representatives on earth and, in so doing, they bore witness to 

Him, they taught the world how He lived, what He said, and what He accomplished.  We, the stewards of the 

Christian Orthodox Church, are fortunate to be the beneficiaries of the stewardship offered by the Holy 

Apostles. 

  

 The lives and works of the Twelve Holy Apostles are more familiar than those of the Seventy.  For this 

reason, we wish to highlight the life of the Holy Apostle Barnabas, one of the Seventy.  Born to a wealthy 

family on the beautiful island of Cyprus, he has named Joseph.  His parents offered him every opportunity to 

progress in life.  He was sent to study under the renowned rabbinical scholar Gamaliel and his schoolmate was 

Saul, later to become the Holy Apostle Paul.  Having traveled to Jerusalem, he visited his cousin, St. Mark the 

Evangelist.  Barnabas had a great desire to study religion and he readily became a Christian and joined the other 

Apostles.  We read in the Book of Acts:  ñJoseph, who was also named Barnabas by the apostles (which is 

translated Son of Encouragement), a Levite of the country of Cyprus, having land, sold it, and brought the 

money and laid it at the apostlesô feetò (Acts 4:36-37).  Along with the Apostles Paul and Mark, Barnabas 

preached in many lands.  Among the places where He spread the Good News were: Syria, Asia Minor, Greece, 

Egypt, Jerusalem, Rome, and his homeland of Cyprus.  It is accepted by many that the Apostle Barnabas was the 

first to preach Christ in Rome and Milan, Italy.  Following a short period as the Bishop of Milan, he returned to 

Cyprus to preach Christ in his native land.  Under his guidance, the Church progressed in faith and many came 

to accept Christ in a predominantly pagan environment.  The success of his ministry brought the anger from the 

non-Christian authorities and he was arrested, tortured, and burned to death.  It is said that the Christians of 

Cyprus buried him next to St. Mark in the city of Salamis, ñholding a copy of the Holy Gospel of Matthew that 

he had transcribed with his own hand.ò 

 

 The Holy Apostle Barnabas was greatly respected by the other apostles.  It was said that he possessed 

the ability to bring consolation and encouragement to others and for this reason, was given the name Barnabas.  

He was recognized for his enthusiasm to preach the Good News and possessed such noble qualities like 

kindness, sympathy, and generosity.  Luke the Evangelist describes Barnabas as:  ñéa good man, full of the 

Holy Spirit and of faithéò  (Acts 11:24).  What a marvelous example of Christian Orthodox Stewardship.  

Through the intercessions of the Holy Apostle Barnabas may Jesus Christ our Lord, God, and Savior bless us 

with these same qualities of Stewardship.
