
FR. NICHOLAS ANDREW’S  MESSAGE 
 

SUMMERTIME PASCHA 

 
The feast day of the Dormition of the Theotokos, 
which Orthodox Christians celebrate on August 
15

th
 every year, is the most significant feast day 

with regard to the feast days which our Church has 
dedicated to the Mother of God.  It is for this very 
reason that it holds a very distinct place in          
Orthodox  spirituality.  Generally speaking, the   
purpose of Orthodox spirituality that addresses the 
Virgin Mary, is to interpret the mystery of the      
Incarnation of God. 

 
The Holy Virgin comprises the fruit of the tree of the venerable and righteous people of 
the Old Testament. She is the culmination, the point of contact, in which all the words of 
the Prophets culminate.  It is in Her person that the written words of the Prophets are 
fulfilled in which Christ will become the “Rod” and the “flower”, from which will           
germinate, from the “Root of Jesse” the King that will sit on David‟s throne. 
 
Saint John of Damascus tells us that it is for this very  reason  that the title of the Virgin 
Mary is “The Mother of God”, as this title depicts the entire mystery of our Salvation.  It 
is for the same reason that, when an iconographer paints the picture of the Platetera, in 
the Holy Altar, he does not simply depict the picture of the Virgin Mary, but rather, the 
entire Church, in which has Christ as it‟s center.  The Virgin Mary became a Church, 
and subsequently gives birth to the Church.  In his writings, Saint Gregory the       
Theologian states that our Lord “In taking on human flesh, received the Church”.      
This concept is also validated by Saint Cyril of Jerusalem, who compares the person of 
the Theotokos with the concept of the Church when he writes, “We praise the ever     
Virgin Mary, that is, the Holy Church.”

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SUMMERTIME PASCHA 

Saint Irenaeos was the first to develop, in depth, the contrast between Eve and the  
Virgin Mary.  He emphasized that,  just as the disobedience of Eve brought death into 
the world, in the same manner, the obedience of Mary gave life to mankind.  The  
foundation, however, of the theology of the Virgin Mary was established in 431 at the 
Third Ecumenical Synod, where the writings of St. Cyril of Jerusalem were validated 
with regard to him naming Mary as the Theotokos  (She who bore  God). It is a well 
known fact this comprehensive title was raised to a doctrine at the time of the conflict 
between the battle of the Nestorian heresy who referred to the Theotokos, not as the 
“God-Bearer”, but rather, as the “Christ-bearer”, and Orthodoxy. The  Church, in Her 
wisdom, sentenced Nestor, and proclaimed: “Whoever does not confess the Holy    
Virgin is without the Theotokos”. 

 
In the New Testament, it was announced to Christ that His Mother and His brothers 
were asking for Him.  He answered them by pointing to His disciples, saying: “Behold 
my Mother and my brothers. However does the will of my Father, who is in heaven, he 
or she is my brother, my sister, and my mother”. It is here that we find   ourselves in a 
great mystery. That is, all of us who live in the Church (that is, as a body of Christ,) can 
bear Christ in our hearts and become servants of God,  just as Panayia did. This con-
cept, however, requires obedience, as well as love of Christ. A necessary pre-
requisite,  however, for this type of relationship with Christ, is the belief, as well as 
practice of the true Faith, and not how we often choose to interpret and practice it.  It 
is for this very reason that the Virgin Mary is truly the prototype of the faithful.  Her life 
was marked by humbleness, as well as a deep sense of awareness of Her mission as 
a “servant of God”.
