FEBRUARY 2012 

O n February 2nd,  of every year, our Orthodox Church celebrates the Feast day of the Presentation of 

Jesus to the Temple, which was an ancient practice symbolizing dedication and devotion to God. 

 

Forty days following our own biological birth, our parents brought us to the “Nao” or Temple, in order to 

dedicate us, as well as our lives to God.  At some point, following our own dedication, we were baptized 

in the name of the Holy Trinity, thus beginning our participation in the sacramental life of our Church.  

We grew up attending the various Divine Services, as well as other church related activities with our par-

ents.  As the years passed, we went on with our lives.  We attended  school, settled in our chosen profes-

sions, got married, created our own families, and in general, proceeded through the various milestones of 

life. 

 

What about our spiritual lives?  Where are we spiritually with regard to our forty day dedication, as well 

as our Baptism?  Have we remembered , honored, and nurtured these spiritual milestones as well as build 

additional spiritual milestones in our lives?  Milestones such as sacrificing our time to visit those who are  

too ill or incapacitated to leave their homes or a health facility?  Milestones such as cooking for someone 

or for a family that has a member that is chronically ill?  Milestones such as donating our time tutoring a 

child who has difficulty in a certain academic subject matter, a subject matter in which we may excel?   

Do we make an honest attempt to attend the various church services whenever we can in order to con-

tinue to nurture our spiritual life through participation in the Sacrament of Holy Communion?  Have we 

allowed the “Earthly cares of life” to sway us off our spiritual path?  Now is the time to get back on our 

spiritual path.  We must take the time, as well as the effort to make spirituality a very high, if not the 

highest priority in our life.  We must remember that one day we will leave this world, with all it’s cares, 

and face the King of Kings.  We will be judged, as we profess every time we recite the Creed of our 

Faith.  That is why we must spiritually re-dedicate ourselves, every day.  Because, as the saying goes, 

“Tomorrow never knows”. Will we wake up in the morning, or even make it home alive tonight?  There 

are no guarantees.  Just look at the frightening fatal crash statistics.  We cannot afford to delay our spiri-

tual re-dedication and renewal. We must do it today, now, in order that we also we can hear the same 

words from God as did St. Paul. “Well done O good and faithful servant...  Enter into the joy of your 

Lord” (Matthew 25:21)

FDF Weekend – No Church School Class– February 19, 2012         
There will be no Church School class due to the Greek Orthodox Folk Dance and Choral Festival. This 
Metropolis sponsored event will take place in Anaheim and many of our students attend. There will be 
church services led by His Eminence, Metropolitan at the Hilton Anaheim Sunday morning.  

 
St. John Chrysostom Oratorical Festival – March 24, 2012 
Our middle and high school students have already begun preparing for our parish’s Oratorical Festival. 
The Oratorical Festival provides Greek Orthodox teenagers the opportunity to learn, write and speak 
about their faith. This strengthens their understanding and appreciation of their identity as Greek Or-
thodox Christians, and cultivates spiritual growth and maturity.  
 
The program begins at the parish level and is divided into two divisions; the Junior Division for students 
in 7th to 9th grades and the Senior Division for teenagers in the 10th to 12th grades.  There is an Elemen-
tary Division which is strictly parish level and non-competitive. It is for students in the 4th to 6th grades.   
 
Top speakers in the Junior and Senior Division advance to the district level to be held on April, 1, 2012 
at St. Nektarios Greek Orthodox Church in Covina. If selected, they will then advance and represent 
their division at the Metropolis Oratorical Festival to be held on May 5, 2012 at St. Nicholas Ranch and 
Retreat Center in Dunlap. Top speakers in each division will then participate in the Archdiocese Finals. 
Scholarships are awarded to the top three speakers in each division. A scholarship to Hellenic College is 
also awarded to the top Senior Division speaker from each parish. 
 
Topics for this year’s festival were passed out and discussed during Church School class sessions. If you 
were not present and would like the opportunity to participate, please come to your Church School 
class and the information will be given to you. Discussions and tips are given during class time. 
 
Our Parish Oratorical Festival will be held on the morning of March 24th. Please encourage your children 
to participate. This is a wonderful opportunity for our youth to develop a deeper understanding of cur-
rent issues that affect all our lives. The topics are intriguing and relevant. We also invite all who would 
like to hear the speeches to join us.  
 

Saturday of Lazarus Retreat – April 7, 2012 
Please plan on joining us for our Saturday of Lazarus Retreat. The day will begin with church services 
followed by a light Lenten lunch. There will then be a presentation regarding the events of Holy Week, 
followed with palm making. Confession will be offered to students, as well. We hope to see you at the 
retreat.
